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Expectations for Classroom Success 
All students MUST be in their assigned seat at the start of class or they can expect to receive a tardy.  (Just a reminder: tardiness results in detentions.) (p.11)
YOU MUST BRING YOUR CHROMEBOOK TO CLASS EVERYDAY to class.
Do NOT turn on the chromebooks until told to do so.  Internet access, other than approved searches for a specific assignment at a specified time, will be prohibited. The chromebooks/computers are to be used for class work only and are not to be used for an individual’s interests beyond the class assignments.    (p.18-20)
All students MUST bring EVERYDAY a 3-ring binder with dividers, the assigned text, your Chromebook, and a pen or pencil to class.  Pens used for this class are to be blue, black, or blue-black. No other color is permitted! Glitter pens or felt tip markers are not to be used. Only use YOUR assigned text.
Don’t assume that you can borrow pens, pencils, or paper off someone in class, nor will “sharing” a text, pencil, etc. be allowed. 
Keep in mind the posted responses to lessons:  One finger: “I agree, I understand”.  Two fingers: “I have questions”. 

Three fingers: “I don’t understand, I don’t get it!”
Students are asked to raise their hand if they wish to add to class discussions or to ask a question about the material. Blurting out comments or unnecessary chatter will result in a detention for disruption of class. 
 It is important to listen to each other respectably. Respect for others is mandatory! If a student feels that they are the object (the brunt) of someone’s joke or comments, that person should report it to me immediately. (p.26-27) 

 No student is to conduct himself/herself in a manner that interferes with another’s opportunity to learn.

 A good rule to remember: Keep your hands off things that are not yours!  Whether it’s a person or object, a desk drawer, file cabinet, a book, shelf, cabinets, bulletin board, or someone’s shoulders- keep your hands to yourself.  Writing on bulletin boards, desktops, on the back of chairs will result in a detention. (p.22-23)
There is NO eating in class! Leave your pop, juice, coffee, etc. on the floor. 
This is a RED classroom! Keep your cell phone in your purse or pocket during the hour. Do not adjust them in class.  Cell phones are NOT permitted during the hour.  “I forgot!” is not an excuse. (p.21)
Flash drives, containing games or music, are prohibited in class.

Gaming, messaging, and all internet sites, except those for classroom use AND specified by the teacher, are prohibited.  
DO NOT STAND AT THE CLASSROOM DOOR AT THE END OF CLASS.  If you choose to do so, I will require the class to stay in their assigned seats until the bell rings.

If you miss a quiz on the day you are absent, plan on immediately arranging for a time to make that quiz up.  It is YOUR responsibility to do so!  Please arrange to make up work before or after school.
The student is still responsible for the work missed during their absence. It is YOUR responsibility to arrange for the make-up. Work not made up/submitted after five days, one school week of the assignment will be an “F”.
All homework should be completed and turned in at the start of the class period unless told to do otherwise. Every assignment, no matter how “insignificant” a student thinks it is, must be completed in order for a student to be eligible to receive an honors grade.  A student will receive an “F” for each assignment not completed that is collected. Makeup of that assignment cannot be turned in after the assignment has been collected on the same day, but the student is encouraged to turn the homework assignment in on the following day and receive a grade lower for each day late. The reason for not accepting the work until the next day is that homework cannot be merely “slapped together”, but must involve both thought and time. There is no extra credit.
Students should not submit papers or turn in assignments that are messy, incomplete, poorly prepared, or torn from their notebooks with frayed edges. 

 Your work should reflect proper contents and appearance.
There is NO talking during quizzes and/or tests. Wait until ALL papers have been turned in.  If you don’t understand the directions or you need to ask a question, or if you need any clarification, you only have to raise your hand to receive assistance. No cells, NO chrome, NO phone, nor i-pods!
Students are encouraged to seek additional help, if needed, after school. I do not know what you don’t understand unless you let me know.

Nothing should be on the floor around your desk when you come in, and nothing should be on the floor around your desk when you leave.  If there is, please pick it up. The room is not cleaned everyday; so we all need to put forth a little effort in keeping the room clean. Do your part by picking up after yourself!
Plagiarism is the intentional misrepresentation of someone else’s work as your own. Students found plagiarizing on papers will receive a failing grade for that assignment and will NOT be able to submit an alternative assignment. Student should also check their handbook for school policy involving plagiarism.

Your grade is based on written assignments, quizzes, tests over reading material, and meaningful class participation. Grades are based on an accumulation of points. I do not give grades, but only record perceived effort. Some grades may be “curved” to reflect class perception of the given material.  The percentage used in grading is: 100-90, “A” range; 89-80, “B” range; 79-70, “C” range; 69-60, “D” range; below 60, “F”.   All assignments MUST be completed/submitted.
Until I get to know the names of the entire members of a class, I will assigned seats.  Sitting in another seat, even though that chair is empty, could result in an absence.
Retest Policy:
All retests must be taken after school, before school, or during your lunch time (time permitting).  You need to let me know at least one day before expecting to take the retest. The retest must be completed no later than three (3) school days after posting.
Students are asked to check their handbook for the retest explanation
